CHAPTER 1

HE beginning of the gospel of Jesus

Christ, the Son of God;
2 As it is written in the prophets, Be-
hold, I send my messenger before your
face, which shall prepare your way be-
fore you.
3 The voice of one crying in the wilder-
ness, Prepare the way of the Lord, make
his paths straight.
4 John did baptize in the wilderness, and
preach the baptism of repentance for the
remission of sins.
5 And there went out to him all the land
of Judea, and they of Jerusalem, and were
all baptized of him in the river of Jordan,
confessing their sins.
6 And John was clothed with camel’s hair,
and with a girdle of a skin about his loins;
and he did eat locusts and wild honey;

8 Iindeed have baptized you with water:
but he shall baptize you with the Holy

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was baptized of John in Jordan.

10 And straightway coming up out of the
water, he saw the heavens opened, and the
Spirit like a dove descending upon him:
11 And there came a voice from heaven,
saying, You are my beloved Son, in whom
I am well pleased.

12 And immediately the Spirit drove him
into the wilderness.

13 And he was there in the wilderness
forty days, tempted of Satan; and was with
the wild beasts; and the angels ministered
to him.

14 Now after that John was put in pris-
on, Jesus came into Galilee, preaching the
gospel of the kingdom of God,

15 And saying, The time is fulfilled,
and the kingdom of God is at hand: re-
pent, and believe the gospel.

THE FUNCTION OF THE LAW

Commenting on the Law's ca-
pacity to bring the knowledge
of sin, Bible commentator Mat-
thew Henry said, “Of this excellent use is the
Law: it converts the soul, opens the eyes,
prepares the way of the Lord in the desert,
rends the rocks, levels the mountains, makes
a people prepared for the Lord.”

1:3

Jesus preached repentance because His hearers knew the Law. Since He was sent to “the

lost sheep of the house of Israel” (Matthew 15:24), His ministry was originally confined to Jews.
The Scriptures often use the phrase “to the Jew first.” Romans 3:1,2 tells us that Jews had the ad-
vantage of having the Law of God. They knew what sin was, and therefore understood their need
for repentance. Those without a knowledge of sin (which only the Law can bring—see Romans 7:7)
need to hear the message of the Law before they are able (with God's help) to repent.

While we should preach that all men are commanded to repent ——~——~-.
and be baptized (Acts 2:38), adding any other requirement to salva-
tion by grace becomes “works” in disguise. Even though numerous Scriptures

“Is water baptism essential to
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speak of the importance of water baptism, adding anything to the work of the cross demeans
the sacrifice of the Savior. It implies that His finished work wasn’t enough. But the Bible makes
clear that we are saved by grace, and grace alone (Ephesians 2:8,9). Baptism is simply a step of
obedience to the Lord following our repentance and confession of sin. Our obedience—water
baptism, prayer, good works, fellowship, witnessing, etc.—issues from our faith in Christ.
Salvation is not what we do, but Who we have: “He that has the Son has life” (1 John 5:12).

27 And they were all amazed, insomuch
that they questioned among themselves,
saying, What thing is this? what new doc-
trine is this? for with authority commands
he even the unclean spirits, and they do
obey him.

28 And immediately his fame spread
abroad throughout all the region round
about Galilee.

29 And forthwith, when they were come
out of the synagogue, they entered into the
house of Simon and Andrew, with James
and John.

30 But Simon’s wife’s mother lay sick of
a fever, and anon they tell him of her.

31 And he came and took her by the
hand, and lifted her up; and immediately
the fever left her, and she ministered to
them.

32 And at even, when the sun did set,
they brought to him all that were diseased,
and them that were possessed with devils.
33 And all the city was gathered together
at the door.

34 And he healed many that were sick of
divers diseases, and cast out many devils;
and suffered not the devils to speak, be-
cause they knew him.

35 And in the morning, rising up a great
while before day, he went out, and depart-
ed into a solitary place, and there prayed.

Fellowship. They were surrounded by streams
and lakes full of hungry fish. They met regu-
larly to discuss the call to fish, the abundance
of fish, and the thrill of catching fish. They got
excited about fishing!

Someone suggested that they needed a
philosophy of fishing, so they carefully defined
and redefined fishing, and the purpose of fish-
ing. They developed fishing strategies and tac-
tics. Then they realized that they had been
going at it backwards. They had approached
fishing from the point of view of the fisher-
man, and not from the point of view of the
fish. How do fish view the world? How does
the fisherman appear to the fish? What do
fish eat, and when? These are all good things
to know. So they began research studies, and
attended conferences on fishing. Some trav-
eled to faraway places to study different kinds
of fish with different habits. Some got doctor-
ates in fishology. But no one had yet gone
fishing.

So a committee was formed to send out
fishermen. As prospective fishing places out-
numbered fishermen, the committee needed
to determine priorities. A priority list of fishing
places was posted on bulletin boards in all of
the fellowship halls. But still, no one was fish-

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Son of man has power on earth to for-
give sins, (he said to the sick of the palsy,)
11 Tsay to you, Arise, and take up your
bed, and go your way into your house.
12 And immediately he arose, took up
the bed, and went forth before them all;
insomuch that they were all amazed, and
glorified God, saying, We never saw it on
this fashion.

13 And he went forth again by the sea
side; and all the multitude resorted to him,
and he taught them.

14 And as he passed by, he saw Levi the
son of Alphaeus sitting at the receipt of
custom, and said to him, Follow me. And
he arose and followed him.

15 And it came to pass, that, as Jesus sat
at meat in his house, many publicans
and sinners sat also together with Jesus
and his disciples: for there were many,
and they followed him.

7 But Jesus withdrew himself with his
disciples to the sea: and a great multitude
from Galilee followed him, and from Judea,
8 And from Jerusalem, and from Idumaea,
and from beyond Jordan; and they about
Tyre and Sidon, a great multitude, when
they had heard what great things he did,
came to him.

3:29 The unpardonable sin. It is often maintained that the “unpardonable sin” is when some-
one "“rejects Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior.” However, verse 30 defines exactly what the sin is. The
scribes said that Jesus did His miracles by an “unclean spirit,” attributing the work of the Holy Spirit
to Satan’s power. If sinners do not acknowledge the Holy Spirit's work in their lives as being from

God, they cannot be saved.

It is only by the Holy Spirit that men are convicted of their sin (John 16:8) and can understand
the salvation God offers (1 Corinthians 2:12-14). Those who are “stiffnecked and uncircumcised in
heart and...always resist the Holy Ghost” (Acts 7:51) will therefore die in their sins. Anyone who
rejects the Holy Spirit's convicting influence and does not repent will not be forgiven, “neither in
this world, neither in the world to come” (Matthew 12:32).

The parable of the sower is the key to unlock the mysteries of all
the other parables. If we understand this parable (that when the gospel is preached there are true
and false conversions), then all the parables Jesus told will make sense: the foolish virgins (false) and
the wise virgins (genuine), the good and bad fish, the wheat and tares, etc. See also John 1:13 and
3:16 footnotes.

16 And they that saw it told them how
it befell to him that was possessed with
the devil, and also concerning the swine.
17 And they began to pray him to depart
out of their coasts.

18 And when he was come into the ship,
he that had been possessed with the devil
prayed him that he might be with him.
19 Howbeit Jesus suffered him not, but
said to him, Go home to your friends, and
tell them how great things the Lord has
done for you, and has had compassion on
you.

20 And he departed, and began to pub-
lish in Decapolis how great things Jesus
had done for him: and all men did marvel.
21 And when Jesus was passed over again
by ship to the other side, much people
gathered to him: and he was near to the
sea.

22 And, behold, there came one of the
rulers of the synagogue, Jairus by name;
and when he saw him, he fell at his feet,
23 And besought him greatly, saying,
My little daughter lies at the point of death:
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I pray you, come and lay your hands on
her, that she may be healed; and she shall
live.

24 And Jesus went with him; and much
people followed him, and thronged him.
25 And a certain woman, which had an
issue of blood twelve years,

26 And had suffered many things of
many physicians, and had spent all that
she had, and was nothing bettered, but
rather grew worse,

27 When she had heard of Jesus, came in
the press behind, and touched his garment.
28 For she said, If I may touch but his
clothes, 1 shall be whole.

29 And straightway the fountain of her
blood was dried up; and she felt in her
body that she was healed of that plague.
30 And Jesus, immediately knowing in
himself that virtue had gone out of him,
turned him about in the press, and said,
Who touched my clothes?

31 And his disciples said to him, You see
the multitude thronging you, and you say,
Who touched me?

32 And he looked round about to see her
that had done this thing.

33 But the woman fearing and trembling,
knowing what was done in her, came and
fell down before him, and told him all the
truth.

34 And he said to her, Daughter, your
faith has made you whole; go in peace,
and be whole of your plague.

35 While he yet spoke, there came from
the ruler of the synagogue’s house certain
which said, Your daughter is dead: why
trouble the Master any further?

36 As soon as Jesus heard the word that
was spoken, he said to the ruler of the

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synagogue, Be not afraid, only believe.
37 And he suffered no man to follow
him, save Peter, and James, and John the
brother of James.

38 And he came to the house of the rul-
er of the synagogue, and saw the tumult,
and them that wept and wailed greatly.
39 And when he was come in, he said
to them, Why make this ado, and weep?
the damsel is not dead, but sleeps.

40 And they laughed him to scorn. But
when he had put them all out, he took
the father and the mother of the damsel,
and them that were with him, and en-
tered in where the damsel was lying.

41 And he took the damsel by the hand,
and said to her, Talitha cumi; which is, be-
ing interpreted, Damsel, I say to you, arise.
42 And straightway the damsel arose, and
walked; for she was of the age of twelve
years. And they were astonished with a
great astonishment.

43 And he charged them straitly that no
man should know it; and commanded
that something should be given her to eat.

CHAPTER 6

ND he went out from thence, and

came into his own country; and his
disciples follow him.
2 And when the sabbath day was come,
he began to teach in the synagogue: and
many hearing him were astonished, say-
ing, From whence has this man these
things? and what wisdom is this which is
given to him, that even such mighty works
are wrought by his hands?
3 Is not this the carpenter, the son of
Mary, the brother of James, and Joses, and
of Juda, and Simon? and are not his sisters

Jesus’ siblings. Jesus had four brothers and at least two sisters. Therefore Mary was no

longer a virgin after she gave birth to Jesus. The Greek word used here is adelphos—brother (not
half-brother). It is also unlikely that these were the cousins of Jesus or Jewish brethren. These chil-
dren were spoken of as being with Mary, without a shadow of a hint that they were not her chil-
dren. The word “mother” is mentioned at the same time (Mark 3:31; Luke 8:19; John 2:12; Acts
1:14). Likewise, Matthew 1:25 does not say that Mary remained a virgin for life, but that she had
no physical union with her husband until Jesus was born.

Verily I say to you,
It shall be more tolerable for Sodom and
Gomorrha in the day of judgment, than
for that city.

12 And they went out, and preached that
men should repent.

13 And they cast out many devils, and
anointed with oil many that were sick,
and healed them.

14 And king Herod heard of him; (for
his name was spread abroad:) and he said,
That John the Baptist was risen from the
dead, and therefore mighty works do show
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forth themselves in him.

15 Others said, That it is Elijah. And oth-
ers said, That it is a prophet, or as one of
the prophets.

16 But when Herod heard thereof, he
said, It is John, whom I beheaded: he is
risen from the dead.

17 For Herod himself had sent forth
and laid hold upon John, and bound him
in prison for Herodias” sake, his brother
Philip’s wife: for he had married her.

18 For John had said to Herod, It is not
lawful for you to have your brother’s wife.

You and | must continue to drive at
men'’s hearts till they are broken. Then
we must keep on preaching Christ cru-
cified until their hearts are bound up.

19 Therefore Herodias had a quarrel
against him, and would have killed him;
but she could not:

20 For Herod feared John, knowing that
he was a just man and an holy, and ob-
served him; and when he heard him, he
did many things, and heard him gladly.
21 And when a convenient day was
come, that Herod on his birthday made a
supper to his lords, high captains, and
chief estates of Galilee;

22 And when the daughter of the said
Herodias came in, and danced, and pleased
Herod and them that sat with him, the
king said to the damsel, Ask of me what-
soever you will, and I will give it you.

6:23 The power of lust. Lust blinds a man to reason (v. 22), leading him to yield up to “half his
kingdom.” He will abandon his wife, his children, his home, and his reputation, and run off with
another woman. Herod feared John the Baptist because he knew that John was a just and holy
man. He even protected him and heard him gladly, yet because of Herod's sinful eye he further vio-
lated the Law of God and had John murdered. Herod feared man more than he feared God (v. 26).

Those who don't fear God will lie to you, steal from you, and even kill you if they think they can
get away with it. In truth, lust doesn't want half of your kingdom, it wants your head on a plate.

See James 1:15.
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24 And she went forth, and said to her
mother, What shall T ask? And she said,
The head of John the Baptist.

25 And she came in straightway with
haste to the king, and asked, saying, I will
that you give me by and by in a charger
the head of John the Baptist.

26 And the king was exceeding sorry;
yet for his oath’s sake, and for their sakes
which sat with him, he would not reject
her.

7 Howbeit in vain do they worship me,
teaching for doctrines the commandments
of men.

8 For laying aside the commandment of
God, you hold the tradition of men, as
the washing of pots and cups: and many
other such like things you do.

9 And he said to them, Full well you re-
ject the commandment of God, that you
may keep your own tradition.

10 For Moses said, Honor your father
and your mother; and, Whoso curses fa-
ther or mother, let him die the death:

11 But you say, If a man shall say to his
father or mother, It is Corban, that is to
say, a gift, by whatsoever you might be
profited by me; he shall be free.

12 And you suffer him no more to do
anything for his father or his mother;

13 Making the word of God of none ef-
fect through your tradition, which you
have delivered: and many such like things
do you.

15 There is nothing from without a man,
that entering into him can defile him: but
the things which come out of him, those
are they that defile the man.

16 1If any man have ears to hear, let him
hear.

17 And when he was entered into the
house from the people, his disciples asked
him concerning the parable.

18 And he said to them, Are you so with-
out understanding also? Do you not per-
ceive, that whatsoever thing from with-
out enters into the man, it cannot defile
him;

19 Because it enters not into his heart,
but into the belly, and goes out into the

7:5-13 The Bible says that the Messiah would magnify the Law and make it honorable (Isaiah
42:21). Jesus did this many times, particularly in the Sermon on the Mount. The Pharisees had dis-
honored the Law by merely giving God lip service. They made the Commandment void through
their tradition, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.

It was
David's elder brother who tried to discourage him from slaying Goliath. See 1 Samuel 17:28.

There are at least two approaches to use in
witnessing to Mormons. We can either debate
the doctrines of Mormonism (baptism for the
dead, “burning” in the bosom, Joseph Smith
as a prophet of God, the validity of the Book
of Mormon, the Trinity, “God was once a
man,” “protective” underwear, etc.), or we
can present the gospel biblically. One creates
an atmosphere of contention and often leaves
the Christian feeling frustrated, while the oth-
er creates an atmosphere of concern for the
eternal welfare of the Mormon. Our goal
should be to win a soul to Christ rather than
merely win a doctrinal argument.

One point of frustration for the Christian is
that Mormons often agree when they hear
words such as “salvation,” or Jesus as “Sa-
vior.” The problem is that their understanding
of the words differs from the biblical revela-
tion of the words. “Salvation” for a Mormon
can mean the salvation of all humanity—when
the “Savior” will eventually raise everyone
from the dead.

Rather than speak of “going to heaven,”
the Christian should ask what the Mormon
has to do to be at peace with the “heavenly
Father.” This is language they can understand,
and will reveal the basis for their salvation. Are
they trusting in self-righteousness, or solely in
the righteousness of Christ?

Mark J. Cares writes: “Although Mormons
commonly appear self-assured and self-right-
eous, many are undergoing great stress. This
is because Mormonism holds up perfection as
an attainable goal. The one Bible passage the
Mormon church constantly holds up before its
membership is Matthew 5:48: ‘Be ye there-
fore perfect, even as your Father which is in
heaven is perfect.” They then expound on it
with numerous exhortations to strive for per-
fection. Spencer W. Kimball, for example,
wrote: ‘Being perfect means to triumph over
sin. This is a mandate from the Lord. He is just
and wise and kind. He would never require
anything from his children which was not for
their benefit and which was not attainable.
Perfection therefore is an achievable goal’ (Life
and Teachings of Jesus and His Apostles,
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints).

“This emphasis on perfection permeates

every aspect of a Mormon'’s life. Its most com-
mon form is the unending demand on them
to be ‘worthy." Every privilege in Mormonism
is conditioned on a person’s worthiness. Kim-
ball wrote: "All blessings are conditional. |
know of none that are not’ (Remember Me,
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints).

“Christians need to recognize that this
constant striving for perfection—and the re-
sultant stress it produces—offers an excellent
opening to talk to Mormons about Jesus and
the imputed perfection we receive through
Him.

“Reinforce their predicament. Average
hard-working Mormons view this striving for
perfection as a heavy but manageable burden.
They can cultivate illusions of perfection be-
cause the Mormon church has greatly wa-
tered down the concept of sin. Consequently,
the Christian witness needs to show Mormons
both the severity of their predicament and the
impossibility of their becoming perfect. In
other words, they need to have a face-to-face
confrontation with the stern message of God's
Law, because ‘through the Law we become
conscious of sin’ (Romans 3:21).

“The Law must first convince Mormons of
the severity of their predicament. The best
way to accomplish this is to tell them, lovingly
but firmly, that they are going to ‘outer dark-
ness.’ (Outer darkness is the closest concept in
Mormonism to an eternal hell.) Most Mor-
mons have never been told this, nor have they
ever considered that possibility for themselves,
since Mormonism teaches that nearly every-
one will enter one of Mormonism'’s three king-
doms of heaven. Therefore, until you intro-
duce the thought of eternal suffering, they will
not feel any real urgency to take your witness
to heart. On the contrary, most, if they are
willing to talk at all, will view any religious
conversation as nothing more than an inter-
esting intellectual discussion.

“Christians often hesitate to be this blunt.
They feel that if anything will turn Mormons
off, telling them that they are going to outer
darkness surely will. | shared that fear when |
began using this approach.

124144 Tijthing—The Final Frontier

It has been said that the wallet is the “final frontier.” It is the final area to be conquered—the
last thing that comes to God in surrender. Jesus spoke much about money. He said that we can-
not serve God and mammon (Matthew 6:24). “Mammon” was the common Aramaic word for
riches, which is related to a Hebrew word signifying “that which is to be trusted.” In other
words, we cannot trust God and money. Either money is our source of joy, our great love, our
sense of security, the supplier of our needs—or God is.

When you open your purse or wallet, give generously and regularly to your local church. A
guide of how much you should give can be found in the “tithe” of the Old Testament: 10 per-
cent of your income. Whatever amount you give, make sure you give something to the work of
God (see Malachi 3:8-11). Give because you want to, not because you have to. God loves a
cheerful giver (2 Corinthians 9:6,7), so learn to hold your money with a loose hand.

15226 Contradictions in the Bible—Why Are They There?

The Bible has many seeming contradictions
within its pages. For example, the four Gos-
pels give four differing accounts as to what
was written on the sign that hung on the
cross. Matthew said, “This is Jesus the King of
the Jews" (27:37). However, Mark contradicts
that with “The King of the Jews” (15:26).
Luke says something different: “This is the
King of the Jews"” (23:38), and John maintains
that the sign said “Jesus of Nazareth the King
of the Jews” (19:19). Those who are looking
for contradictions may therefore say, “See—
the Bible is full of mistakes!” and choose to
reject it entirely as being untrustworthy.

However, those who trust God have no
problem harmonizing the Gospels. There is no
contradiction if the sign simply said, “This is
Jesus of Nazareth the King of the Jews.” The
godly base their confidence on two truths: 1)
“all Scripture is given by inspiration of God"”
(2 Timothy 3:16); and 2) an elementary rule of
Scripture is that God has deliberately included
seeming contradictions in His Word to “snare”
the proud. He has “hidden” things from the
“wise and prudent” and “revealed them to
babes” (Luke 10:21), purposely choosing fool-
ish things to confound the wise (1 Corinthians
1:27).

If an ungodly man refuses to humble him-
self and obey the gospel, and instead desires
to build a case against the Bible, God gives him
enough material to build his own gallows.

This incredible principle is clearly illustrated
in the account of the capture of Zedekiah, king
of Judah. Jeremiah the prophet told Zedekiah
that God would judge him. He was informed
that he would be “delivered into the hand of

to Pilate, and craved the body of Jesus.
44 And Pilate marveled if he were al-
ready dead: and calling to him the cen-
turion, he asked him whether he had
been any while dead.

45 And when he knew it of the centuri-
on, he gave the body to Joseph.

46 And he bought fine linen, and took
him down, and wrapped him in the lin-
en, and laid him in a sepulchre which was
hewn out of a rock, and rolled a stone to

the king of Babylon” (Jeremiah 32:4). This is
confirmed in Jeremiah 39:5-7 where we are
told that he was captured and brought to
King Nebuchadnezzar, then they “bound him
with chains, to carry him to Babylon.” How-
ever, in Ezekiel 12:13, God Himself warned, “I
will bring him to Babylon...yet he shall not
see it, though he shall die there” (emphasis
added). Here is material to build a case against
the Bible! It is an obvious mistake. Three Bible
verses say that the king would go to Babylon,
and yet the Bible in another place says that he
would not see Babylon. How can someone be
taken somewhere and not see it? It makes no
sense at all—unless Zedekiah was blinded.
And that is precisely what happened. Zede-
kiah saw Nebuchadnezzar face to face, saw
his sons killed before his eyes, then “the king
of Babylon...put out Zedekiah's eyes” before
taking him to Babylon (Jeremiah 39:6,7). This
is the underlying principle behind the many
“contradictions” of Holy Scripture (such as
how many horses David had, who was the
first to arrive at the tomb after the resurrec-
tion of Jesus, etc.).

God has turned the tables on proud, arro-
gant, self-righteous man. When he proudly
stands outside of the kingdom of God, and
seeks to justify his sinfulness through evidence
he thinks discredits the Bible, he doesn't real-
ize that God has simply lowered the door of
life, so that only those who are prepared to
exercise faith, and bow in humility may enter.

It is interesting to note that the seeming
contradictions in the four Gospels attest to the
fact that there was no corroboration between
the writers.

As was my custom, | rose early that day to pay
homage to the gods by prayers and burnt of-
ferings. To which | vowed my obedience on
that fateful morning, | cannot now remember.
There were so many.

Leaving the place of worship, | endeavored
to sit quietly and read the creeds of Rome as
written by the emperor himself. It was my
duty not only as a centurion, but as a Roman
citizen, to understand the purpose of almighty
Caesar and Rome. However, just as | began
pouring over the open scroll, a nameless mes-
senger came panting with word from Pontius
Pilate, governor of Judea, ordering my garri-
son to his palace immediately.

| arrived with three hundred men as if by
flight. The sun had hardly risen, and the air
held an unseen weight, as if to distinguish this
day from all others. The men, all clad in
leather and metal with swords swaying from
their belts and spears stabbing at the sky in
protest of their unusually early arousal, wob-
bled restlessly in rigid formation, awaiting my
command. The sound of spiked sandals scrap-
ing the stone palace floor echoed down the
long, stone hallway adding tension to mystery.
They undoubtedly supposed that | knew the
reason for it all. But | didn’t—until another
messenger came with another scroll describ-
ing our purpose exactly.

Jerusalem was a place known for its con-
centrated reserve of mindless zealots. And |
had experience in stamping out the feeble ef-
forts of disorderly vagrants and disorganized
militias meant to unshackle the Jews from
Rome’s iron grip.

That day had another experience for me
altogether.

As we pushed our way into the Praetorium
hauling the scourged offender to the plat-
form, where another Man stood, the mob
sang out in a chorus of hatred, “Crucify Him!"
The governor addressed the riotous masses
with careful words, offering them a choice be-
tween the bloodied and uncondemned Man
now occupying the platform with him, or the
pathetic zealot, Barabbas, who had failed an
attempt to destroy Rome. Immediately they
sent out blood-curdling screams consenting to
the murder of the One and the release of the
other. It was apparent, by their screams, that
this Man had not offended Rome. He had of-
fended the Jews.

A messenger interrupted the procedure,
which was doubtlessly an urgent matter, after
which | was signaled to bring Him into the
governor’s inner court.

The conversation that took place proved
this Man'’s character. He spoke only when
questioned and claimed that the governor’s
authority was given to him by the Offender’s
Father, which made little sense to me at the
time. When He said He was a King, | won-
dered whether Barabbas, the sweaty zealot,
had similar thoughts. But, all in all, this Man
had authority incomparable to any | had seen
before. This fact was startling considering |
had seen the Caesar and all his delegates more
often than Pontius himself.

What seemed like moments later, my gar-
rison had elbowed their way through the riot-
ous crowds to the place of execution, hauling
two offenders of Rome and One offender of
the Jews.

His head had been crowned with thorns,
no doubt a torturous invention of the guiltless
soldiers in my garrison. His beard replaced with
bleeding flesh. His back opened wide by a

Roman scourge to an infectious environment
full of iliness bred in the hearts of vehement
enemies. Yet, it seemed that these were the
slightest of His pains judging by the weight of
grief He bore on His countenance. His visage
carried an eternal load of unfamiliar burdens.

As was my custom, | drove the first nail in-
to the left wrist of each offender inaugurating
their torturous departure from this world and
instructing my garrison how to proceed with
the crucifixion. The two vagrants wrestled pa-
thetically against the soldier’s grip that held
their filthy arms against the knotted wood,
spitting out blasphemies against the gods of
Rome and sprinkling our faces with bloody
specs of mucus. But they could do little more
than wiggle their palms and claw at my wrists
with their broken nails until the iron spike im-
paled the wrist and its owner’s arm was pinned
against the wood, twitching like a wounded
animal. | often delighted in the sound of their
ear-splitting screams and hellish moans that
filled the air and the sight of their epileptic
convulsions of agony as their crosses were set
upright. It became somewhat of a drama to
which | looked forward with secret pleasure,
even more than the gladiators and the chariot
races where countless men had lost their lives
to entertain Rome. | could hardly keep from
smiling, at times.

But this Man, although He was innocent,
displayed no reluctance in placing His arm
against the wood. His eyes fastened on the
soldier holding His arm and on me, His sadistic
executioner. | expected the typical reaction as
the iron penetrated His skin. But this Man was
not typical in any sense of the word. Instead
of spraying my face with spittle, He groaned
and looked away, scrapping His thorny crown
against the lumber behind His head. Unlike
the other two, this Man did not moan in mel-
odies of agony as the cross sat upright, dis-
jointing its resident. Tears ran down His scabbed

day of the week, they came to the sepul-
chre at the rising of the sun.

3 And they said among themselves, Who
shall roll away the stone from the door
of the sepulchre?

4 And when they looked, they saw that
the stone was rolled away: for it was very
great.

5 And entering into the sepulchre, they
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face as He viewed the masses streaming past
the foot of His cross. Their venomous words
struck the air like frothy waves pounding some
seaside cliff. And, unlike the other two, whose
hoarse-voiced cursing baptized each passerby
with vulgar threats and swollen words of
every sort, He spoke kindly to a few standing
at the foot of His cross. Had He not been a Jew,
| would have been compelled to defend His
dying reputation for sheer sympathy’s sake.

At the instant before He died, the sky
blackened as if it had been split open like a
carcass and all its guilt bled out onto the
clouds. The earth convulsed, shaking and toss-
ing my men and | like mere toys. At that in-
stant | knew this Man was no mere Man.

He wielded an exclusive power. The image
of Rome, as if it were a colossal statue carved
of iron, lay in heaps beneath His cross as a
mound of chaff vulnerable to the slightest
breath of wind. The sight of His emaciated
corpse stabbed at my conscience. Had | done
wrong? If not, then why such agony of heart?
| was bleeding now and my zeal for Rome
poured from the bowels of my heart like the
streamlets coursing from His side and brow.
He had slain me; not I Him. His naked body, re-
duced to shards of stinking flesh hanging life-
lessly on the cross, seemed more alive than | did
standing with my hand-polished helmet and
Roman embroidery hanging like empirical cur-
tains from my shoulders. | was ashamed of
myself.

| turned away to prevent my tears from be-
ing noticed. Regret welled up in my soul and
poured out onto my cheeks with burning tears.
| tried desperately to compose myself to no
avail. Once more, | turned to look at Him, and
my knees betrayed me to the ground beneath.
My forehead kissed the ground in an un-
guarded slump. | gritted my teeth and formed
the words, “Truly, this was the Son of God!”

I have never been the same since.

16:15 Here is a fascinating thing. The original Greek meaning of “Go into all the world, and
preach the gospel to every creature” opens up some interesting thoughts. The word for “go” is
very captivating. It is poreuomai, meaning “go.” The word “all” also carries with it gripping conno-
tations. It is hapas, and actually means “all.” And if that doesn't rivet you, look closely at the word
“every.” It is pas, and literally means “every.” So when Jesus commanded us, “Go into all the
world, and preach the gospel to every creature,” to be true and faithful to the original text, what
He was actually saying was, “Go into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.” We
are so fortunate to have access to knowledge like this.

“Here is our commissioning and sending. There are no exceptions—every Christian is commanded
to go!”

If the command to “preach the gospel to every creature” were given only to the eleven disciples,
preaching of the gospel would have stopped when they died. Every Christian is a “disciple.” The
word in Greek is mathetes and simply means “a learner.” It is used in reference to the eleven, as
well as to believers such as Joseph of Arimathea (Matthew 27:57), Ananias (Acts 9:10), and others
(Acts 9:36; 16:1; 21:16). In Luke 14:26,27 Jesus used the term in reference to any who would be-
lieve in Him.

16:17,18 In reference to true converts, Jesus said, “By their fruits you shall know them” (Mat-
thew 7:20), not by their gifts. Many false converts have had “power” gifts. See Matthew 7:21-23.
